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proposals is the one on Capability Development with 37%
of the total amount, followed by the Work Area on Meth-
odologies with 29%.

So far 11 projects have already been endorsed and additional
14 ones will be supported through the Second Edition of the
LCA Award 2008. Thirteen projects are still under review. The
following are some selected examples of first projects being
carried-out or to be initiated during Phase 2 which have their
own funding or joint efforts to raise funds are being done:

a. Life Cycle Approaches for Methodologies
– Supporting the set up of a Life Cycle Inventory data for-

mat converter (on-going).
– Maintenance of the Life Cycle Inventory database regis-

try (on-going).
– Integration of socio-economic aspects into LCA (on-going).
– Assessment of Water Use and Consumption within LCA

(funds to be raised).
– European Co- ordination Action for Innovation in LCA

for Sustainability (CALCAS) (on-going).
b. Life Cycle Approaches for Resources and Materials
– Training workshops with the Strategic Approach to In-

ternational Chemicals Management (SAICM) (on-going)
c. Life Cycle Approaches for Consumption Clusters
– Improvement of Characterization Factors in Life Cycle

Impact Assessment of Ecotoxicity (on-going)
– Indoor Exposure Assessment within LCA (on-going)
– Training workshops with UNEP's Sustainable Building

and Construction Initiative (SBCI) (on-going)
d. Life Cycle Approaches for Capability Development
– Capacity building for developing countries at various con-

ferences (e.g. CILCA 2009 in Chile and LCM 2009 in South
Africa) (on-going).

– Second phase of Life Cycle Awards for projects using Life
Cycle approaches in developing countries (on-going).

e. Life Cycle Management in Business and Industry
– Establishing a Life Cycle Management roundtable with

the World Business Council for Sustainable Development
(WBCSD) (on-going).

The bottom-up process to generate ideas and to join the Work
Areas is not closed and you are invited to submit your propos-
als and expressions of interest as instructed in our website.
